ida. In 1994, after undergoing a discernment process in my home parish, St. Michael’s, Gaines-
ville, I was admitted as an aspirant for Holy Orders. Following completion of Education for Ministry, successfully
passing seven canonical examinations, countless interviews by the Commission on Ministry and finally the stand-
ing commission, having proven God’s call to me in a ministry to people living with HIV/AIDS, | was ordained. |
have over the past few years contemplated a change in my ministry, only to have doors closed to that and more
doors opened in HIV/AIDS. | am currently serving on Holy Trinity’s HIV/AIDS committee, recently arranging
for a member of the Presiding Bishop’s Commission on HIV/AIDS, The Reverend Carlos Sandoval, to preach at
Holy Trinity in November while their Quilt Panel was hung in the front of their sacristy. | am blessed to say | was
present for the first viewing of that panel when it was displayed on the Mall of our nation’s capital twenty years
ago. | also have served on the Presiding Bishop’s Standing Commission on HIV as well as Co-Chair for National
Episcopal AIDS Coalition. | have traveled extensively throughout the United States and Puerto Rico assessing the
Episcopal Churches response to HIVV/AIDS.

At present, my work also includes sitting on the board of Gainesville Area AIDS Project (GAAP) a nonprofit or-
ganization which provides a safe place for people living with AIDS to come, share a meal, engage in conversation
and fun without judgment or condemnation. On Tuesday noon and Friday evening, a hot meal is served and lots
of love shared. You might ask the question, who prepares these meals and who buys them and serves them? Peo-
ple with HIV serve each other with a little monetary help from outside contributions. They also collect basic
needs supplies which are distributed once a month to people referred by the Alachua Health Department. These
are basic need items not covered by Food Stamps donated by organizations and churches in the area. | receive
more blessings from participants at GAAP than | can ever give back. I also attend PEP club once a month spon-
sored by Alachua County Health Department. Again, we share a meal and support for each other. | come away
filled with blessings. Plans are underway for the beginning of PEP in this area for those people unable to drive at
night to Gainesville.

In proving my need for ordination, | had to answer this question again and again to myself and to the standing
commission, “Do | need a collar to do AIDS ministry?” The answer to that question is a resounding “No”. How-
ever, does the church need me to be ordained to do AIDS ministry? The answer to that question is a resounding
“YES”. My collar shows people infected and affected with HIV that not only God loves them, but the Episcopal
Church does as well. Thank you, my friends, for allowing me to represent all of you in this ministry.

Additionally, I humbly serve our Lord Jesus Christ weekly at His altar. | attend mission board meetings and our
diocesan convention. 1 serve as chaplain to our Daughters of the King chapter. | attended diocesan clergy con-
tinuing education as well as other clergy events. | have assisted parishioners in times of need and served them
home communion, and sadly, | represented all of you at the funeral of my dear clergy friend, The Rev. Marshall
Lowell.

During 2007, in addition to our focus on fellowship, this committee became committed to
fund raising for our new priest. We began the year with our annual Valentine’s dinner where

evening’s entertainment was an exciting game of Italian Bingo! The income for the night was $449.00

Our “Good Ole Summertime Diner was held in July with the traditional fried chicken from Fryers. This year we
also held a silent auction of gift baskets and other items donated by members of the congregation and other indi-
viduals. This was a profitable and enjoyable addition to the evening’s fun (dinner—$479, auction—$864), and
we plan to continue this annually.

In October, we participated in the 1st annual Pumpkin Festival of Melrose. We had booths on our grounds in-
cluding baked goods, white elephant, and games for the children. We were able to clear $410 for this event.

On All Saints’ Day we held our annual Chili Cook-off. This year we had eight cooks who prepared a varied
sampling of chili. This year’s winner was Michael Davis who was assisted by his father Greg. The money
raised at this event was given as an outreach offering, and we were able to donate $315 to LAM.

Later in November, Trinity held it’s first bazaar in several years. This event was co-chaired by Marilyn Blair
and Jean Stegall. It included a quilt show, luncheon, sale of handcrafted items and a raffle of donated prizes.
With proceeds of over $2,300 (lunch—$182, raffle—$818, sales $1,301) it was the most financially successful
event of the year.



For the a®nual Merry Melrose event, we put up a “Hidden Treasures” booth which included newly donated items
and those left over from the November bazaar.

All in all, 2007 was the most financially successful year the Fellowship Committee has had. We look forward to
meeting or exceeding these results in 2008. Of equal, or more importance, we look forward to the great fun and
fellowship, the building of community that comes with all of our Trinity social events.

Cub Scouts have maintained an active presence in Melrose, sponsored by Trinity. Pack 109

is currently led by Cubmaster John Nicholson and several other adult volunteers. Approximately 30
boys of elementary school age enjoy meetings every Monday night, with occasional family campouts
that teach values and skills.

Boy Scout Troop 109 is supervised by Father Dave Kidd and several other adult volunteers,

with approximately 12 Scouts leading themselves in weekly meetings and monthly activities. Summer
Camp at Camp Shands allows the boys to learn skills and enjoy program that would be impossible on a unit
level, as they advance in rank toward the honorable Eagle award. (Nationally, about 4% of Scouts reach Eagle;
Troop 109 has nearly 50%, reach this rank as is evidenced by a picture in the hallway of Trinity. There werell
boys were active Scouts in May 2001, with 9 of them now Eagle Scouts!) Of course, some boys join and only
stay a few months or a couple years, but those that stay active have the opportunity to advance as they learn
skills and values that build character and will stay with them for life.

SEARCH COMMITTEE

At the March 14, 2007, Mission Board meeting The Reverend Canon Gayanne Silver reported that the Diocese
had approved Trinity’s Proposal for a Full Time Priest and that she would serve as the advising consultant for
the search process. The following month, at the April 11, 2007 Mission Board meeting The Rev. Canon Silver
returned to Trinity and gave the charge to the following members of the Search Committee: Ann Beshore —
Chairman, John Wick — Vice Chairman, Laurie Alsobrook, Debbie Brown, Luke Duncan, Craig Lee, Charlie
Norton, Virginia Smith, and Kathi Warren. The Search Committee held it’s first meeting that evening and met
several times a month throughout the remainder of the year.

During the months of April through June, the committee planned and prepared a congregation survey. This sur-
vey was administered to the Trinity membership following the single service the first week of July. Members
who were not present at this service stopped by the church office and completed a survey or they were mailed a
copy. All surveys were collected by the end of July. The survey collected the following information: demo-
graphics, attributes desired in the new priest, Trinity’s strengths and challenges, and desired goals for Trinity’s
future.

The committee spent the months of August through October collating the survey information and writing a cohe-
sive parish profile. This profile, along with the survey results were posted on the church web site. The commit-
tee then completed the Church Deployment Office Parish/Institution Search Request form and sent it on to the
Church Deployment Office in New York.

In November the committee began collecting candidate names in several ways. An open invitation to the Trinity
membership to nominate a candidate was placed in the Trinity Bell and in the weekly bulletins. An ad was
placed in The Living Church magazine and ran in 6 different issues. The Church Deployment Office sent a list
of candidates from their computer matching system. Collection of candidate names was finished by the end of
December. During this time the committee was busy developing questions for both telephone and personal in-
terviews.

As 2008 begins, the committee will start the final phase of the search process. It will be interviewing candidates
and selecting the new priest for Trinity Episcopal Church of Melrose. The members of the search committee are
keenly aware of the importance of their job. They prayerfully ask that you continue your support of both the
search committee and Trinity Episcopal Church.

The Kairos Prison Ministry (KPM) at New River West Correctional Institution (C.1.) has expanded considera-
bly in 2007. At the beginning of this year, we were servicing only at New River West. C.I., providing one
three and a half day Kairos Weekend in March of each year, and providing monthly reunions one Saturday
each of the other months. Beginning in September, we also began serving at New River East C.I. beginning
with providing one three and a half day weekend in September.

Currently, KPM at New River provided two three and a half day weekends each year, two monthly reunions
each month and coordinates Christian development activities at both prisons on two evenings each month.

Without the prayers, cookies, financial support, and volunteer team members from Trinity and many other
churches of all denominations in northeast Florida, this expansion would not have been possible. Our greatest
need now is for more volunteers to serve on ministry teams (training provided).
